Dog needs to be present on the day of show only.

Judging will be done according to American Kennel Club (AKC) regulations with 4-H modifications. Judge’s decision is

final. This is not an AKC sanctioned show.

Allexhibitors are required to wear the official dress described in the Junior Department Rules.

Exhibitor, with no adult help, must groom dogs.

Uncontrolled or aggressive dogs will be excused from competition. Any member caught abusing their dog(s) will not be

allowed to compete and will be excused from the Fairgrounds.
